On the first Monday of each month is early dismissal for staff meetings. The final bell will ring at 2:36pm to end the day.
When you have a prep please go check in at the office and see if the principal has another assignment for that block.  

To dial out of the building from the classroom telephone, dial 989 slowly and listen for the dial tone. To call another classroom (there is a map showing all classrooms by the phone), press * and the room number. The office is *100. 

Class list and fire procedures are on the wall next to the phone. This class goes out the closest doors and to the side walk around to the front of the school; you can also follow the other junior high classes. 
Students are allowed only water in the classroom and may go to the washroom only if it they ask. 

I do allow gum or food in class as long as they are respectful. I do allow IPods, MP3 players, etc as long as the students working. I do allow cell phones if they are using it for a calculator or anything related to the project they are working on. School-wide policy, all cell phones are to be confiscated if seen and turned into the office for pick up by parents. 

When the bell rings at 8:35 am the students need to start making their way to class. The second bell rings at 8:40 am at that time the students should be working on their starter or project. I give them about 5-10 mins to finish. 
Behavior Management Plan
Students have permission to work with the student who is sitting next to them.  They cannot go walking around the class to sit with anyone they choose.  The only exception is if a child is sitting alone and wishes to work with someone they can choose, but monitor their choice to see if it works out.

Please keep a record of how many times you have spoken to a child. After three times ask the child to go work at the back table or send them to the office.
If a child is really misbehaving and being disruptive you may need to call the office by using the phone in the classroom.  Pick up the receiver and dial 0 or 103 and ask for either the principal or the vice principal.

Math Scavenger Hunt – please have the students work on the scavenger. – 2 classes.

Physical Education PE 3, 7-12, Active Living 7/8/9, Sports Performance  (CALM will be PE today)
Day 1: Today the students will be playing dodgeball.  Select 4 captains who will then choose their teams.  You will need to get the dodgeballs and the pinneys, which can be found in the equipment room.  Tell them that they will be playing “Mr. Allison’s Extreme team dodgeball”. A few rules: If a student gets hit by a dodgeball then they must sit down until the person that hits them gets hit and sits down. If a student catches the ball then the thrower is out.  The students must start with their team in different corners then the other teams.

Day 2: Today the class will be playing soccor.  You will need 4 nets, an indoor soccor ball and pinneys. Set-up 2 games on one side of the gym.  Pick 4 captains and have them pick a pinney color and the players on their team.  Play 5 minute games.
