Course Overview

Financial Education/Investing/CashFlow 101
 

This option is designed to raise students the Financial I.Q. and knowledge about money, learning the language of money, investing and planning for their futures, while developing proactive lifelong strategies for managing their money.  This course will use teachings of Robert T. Kiyosaki the author of Rich Dad, Poor Dad.  The students partaking in this class will develop a solid understanding of basic terms while broadening their understanding of how to use money, stay out of the bad debt trap, and how to invest. The students will also get to apply their knowledge while playing CashFlow 101!
