Religion 15 – Prayer Plans
Objective: 
Every student will be responsible for leading prayer at least once this semester.  This is meant to give the students an opportunity to share their own personal insights and values through meditation and prayer.  Students will be responsible for completing all 5 parts of the prayer plan and leading the class through prayer. Students will be given class time to prepare for this plan.

Outline:

Part 1: Scripture Reading

· Choose a passage from the Bible that you feel a connection to; this will be the guide or theme for your entire prayer plan.  Copy it out onto your plan sheet.

Part 2: Meditation

· Choose or create a form of extra meditation on the theme described in your scripture.  This can be a mediation or testimonial you read (could be your own or someone else’s), a song that we listen to, a video clip we watch or something else that expands and relates to your scripture reading.
Part 3: Personal Reflection

· In 2 paragraphs on your plan sheet you will explain: 
· (Paragraph #1) what you feel the meaning or message is behind this scripture passage
· (Paragraph #2) how the scripture passage relates to us today in our everyday lives, give a real world example
Part 4: Intentions

· You must decide on a theme for the intentions to be given by the class.   Ie – Thanks, prayers for the sick/needy, prayers for leaders in the world, prayers for family, etc.  Write this on your plan sheet.
· Give 1 minute for the class to think and meditate on your theme for intentions.

· Ask for volunteers to share, if no one volunteers choose 3-5 people to share.

Part 5: Closing Prayer

· Choose a prayer to close with.  This can be a prayer such as the Our Father or Hail Mary but it can be something else if you choose.  It is up to you.
Evaluation: 

You will be evaluated based on completing all parts of the plan sheet, leading prayer in a mature and calm manner and the amount of thought and effort put into each section of the prayer. Be creative, consider how you will present this; PowerPoint, Prezi, Posters, Interactive, etc.
