Tessellation Project


The word "tessellation" comes from the Latin word "tessella", which means "to pave with tiles" or "to form a mosiac". A tessellation, then, is a pattern which is formed when a polygon is rotated and flipped and fit together without overlapping and without any space between. The

resulting pattern looks something like interlocking tiles that you may see on brick paths or driveways.

- You must create a tessellation on 60 x 45 cm poster board using one of the shapes given below.

- To create your tessellation:


i) cut out the shape you are going to use.


ii) trace the shape onto a piece of cardboard and use this as a stencil (make sure the edges

 are straight).


iii) start near the center of the poster board and work outward.

- You may need to flip or rotate the stencil in order for the design to tessellate. Make sure that you do not leave any spaces between the shapes and that the shapes do not overlap. The only shape that should form the pattern is the one you chose. There should be no gaps, no unequal parts (except when you get to the edge).

- You must colour your tessellation using different colours, making a pattern with the colours.

- The project will be marked with consideration given to:


i) 
proper size of the poster board.


ii)
pattern of colours.


iii)
neatness (straight, bold lines; good colouring, etc.).


iv)
colourfulness (bright, eye-catching, distinct).


v) 
tessellates properly (no gaps or unequal parts).

overall presentation, impressions, and effort.
