Read p. 78 in Christ and Culture Text.

In this story from the Gospel according to John, we read about Jesus appearing to Mary Magdalene. It is a beautiful meditation about a woman who deeply loved Jesus, and to whom Jesus appeared after his resurrection from the dead.  Study the text with the following questions.

1. What happens when Jesus calls her by name?




1. What are the consequences of her “turning to Jesus”?




1. Where, according to this story, is the Lord Jesus to be found?  What does this mean for us today?
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
