Writing Your Own Script

· Your script MUST be 3-4 minutes in length (acted out)

· You MUST include a moral lesson somewhere within the script (usually at the end of your skit) 

· Example: Do unto others as you would have done to you. 

· Your moral does not have to be said by a character, but can be implied by the characters actions.
· Your characters MUST experience some sort of feelings (sadness, happiness, jealousy, anger etc.) that contributes to your moral lesson.

· For example: your script may revolve around the act of hurting someone’s feelings, how it feels for that person to be hurt, showing through your characters actions (script and acting) that hurting someone is wrong.
